This time last year our Church buildings were still locked, no
services, yet one year on we find ourselves still under some
restrictions but being able to see the light at the end of the tunnel,
feeling like we might be coming towards the end of this terrible
dark time.

Each time we have had such restrictions, each time we have seen
them eased, when people were asked what they were most
looking forward to the answers seemed to centre on very ordinary
things.

Generally we have missed touch, there is nothing like a good hug
with a friend, we missed social spaces, we missed communal
singing, we missed those things which connect us to other people,
we miss being part of something bigger! In the church when we
remember Saints we are connecting ourselves to that bigger story
of Christians who have gone before us.

Each year as | enter June | find myself thinking about two Saints (I
don’t think about Saints often) in June we celebrate St Boniface of
Crediton and St John the Baptist. Well it is obvious that St John
the Baptist would be of importance, in our Benefice of 9 churches
we have 5 churches named after John the Baptist so it’s become
quite a special day for me. The other saint may not be quite so
obvious...

St Boniface was sent to be a missionary in Germany, it is said that
St Boniface was responsible for the first Christmas Trees! In our
house we have a tradition of putting up the Christmas tree to
celebrate St Boniface (this madness was long before lockdown) it
began as an enjoyable ‘yes’ day when we joked about putting up
the Christmas tree in June and then just decided to do it on June
5% the day we remember Boniface.

Interestingly during lockdown and when people were at their most
concerned | heard much talk of ‘normally | don’t agree with having
the Christmas Tree up this early, but this year.... anything goes’
somehow in our most difficult times the joy and light of the
Christmas tree somehow made things better. Not surprising when
the joy and light of God’s Love is what that tree is reminding us of.

The lights don’t look so bright in June, and it may make our
household seem a little mad, but it reminds me of the joy St
Boniface wanted to share with others, the joy that comes from
knowing God loves us, the same joy | have spent my whole
ministry speaking of and demonstrating to those | serve and | have
been very privileged to do that here for the last 10 years (time
flies!).

Could you be our new Trustee?

David Witcomb, after a long association with Keyham Charities has stood down as
a Trustee. Sadly he is leaving the village. Could you be his replacement?

Keyham Charities has been in existence for many years, its initial objective being to
assist financially the residents of the village, many of whom were farm workers. It
comprises two charities namely Keyham Relief In Need (KRIN) and Keyham
Educational Foundation (KEF) both of which are registered with the Charity
Commission and governed by a Trust Deed. The charities’ assets are the four
cottages adjacent to the Church and the land designated as Keyham Allotments.

What would you have to do .....

Ordinarily the Trustees meet about four times a year supplemented by email
conversations as appropriate. The meeting follows a fixed agenda; financial
matters followed by rental and maintenance issues relating to the aforementioned
cottages. Thereafter we consider any applications received from villagers within
the remit of the aforementioned Trust Deed.

The Charities Commission require us to submit a nominal, annual return and whilst
our income for both KRIN and KEF falls below their threshold for a detailed report,
they can request us to justify our activities and detailed spend.

So, and in relation to the above, we are looking for an individual who is village-
orientated, fair-minded and discreet; further they need to recognise their
accountability for ensuring that all funds are spent in an appropriate and justifiable
manner and can be measured against The Trust Deed.

Keyham Charities are proud to have helped numerous individuals and families
within Keyham, none more so than within the past 12 months.

Lastly, and for information, the current Trustees are Brian Atkin, Margaret Hughes
(Treasurer and Secretary), Richard Windle, John Stanfield and Bill Podesta. David
Witcomb was our chairman; the committee will elect a new chair in due course
and re-apportion the roles of existing and new members.

How to apply.....

In the first instance, please speak directly with our Secretary Margaret Hughes
who will supply a broader picture of the Charities and the role of a Trustee.
Closing date for applications is Friday June 25%™.

And finally, the Trustees would like to thank David for his significant contribution
and service to the Charities and his role of Chairman over many, many, years. We

will miss him with great affection.
